CONNECTING SUPPLY LINES

Connect valve to the hot and cold supplies using 1/2”-NPT copper supply lines. Do not apply heat directly to
the valve as this may damage rubber and plastic seals and will void the warranty.

TESTING THE VALVE

Prior to completing the �nished wall, fully test valve function to ensure that valve is working properly (see 
FLUSHING & PRESSURE TESTING section below). 

Ensure that no leaks are present. Check cartridge function. To test valve function turn on the water to make
sure both hot and cold supplies are working.

 

FLUSHING & PRESSURE TESTING 
 

1. BEFORE INSTALLATION OF DRY WALL AND CLOSING OF WALL 

OPENINGS  

The system must be flushed and pressure tested.  Metal chips and 

sand commonly found in plumbing pipes can damage the 

components of the valve.  

 

2. Ensure that both hot and cold supply lines are turned off. Ensure 

that the cartridge stem is in the off position. Remove the cartridge 

and slowly turn on the hot and cold supply lines. This will flush 

out the valve body and pipes.
